PACK 273 CUB SCOUT UNIFORM PROGRAM
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The uniform is an important part of the Scouting program. It identifies the boys and adults with Cub Scouting and gives them a sense of belonging to the den, the pack, and the Boy Scouts of America.
The parts that make up your Cub Scout uniform are these:

· The Cub Scout shirt, with long or short sleeves. Buy the shirt large enough so it will not need to be replaced until he is second year Webelo (starting 5th grade)
· Cub Scout shorts or trousers. We recommend buying a nice pair of blue slacks rather than the official uniform pants which can be expensive for Class A uniform (Public outings, pack meetings, etc). Blue jeans (no holes) or nice shorts for Den meetings and other physically active events are fine.
· A cap that shows your rank in Cub Scouting—orange for Tiger Cub, yellow for Wolf Cub Scout, blue for Bear Cub Scout, and plaid for Webelos Scout. Hat is optional in our Pack 

· A neckerchief that matches the color of your cap. Rank appropriate neckerchiefs and slides are provided to each scout when he joins and as he advances. 

· A blue belt with a brass buckle. The official scout belt is recommended as the belt loop awards are worn on the belt thus a different size belt may not work properly with the awards. 

· Official blue socks with orange or gold tops (orange tops for Tiger Cubs; gold or yellow tops for all other ranks). Scout socks are optional in our pack.
· Because Webelos Scouts are close to becoming Boy Scouts, some Webelos dens choose to wear the tan and olive uniform similar to the one that Boy Scouts wear (tan shirt, olive shorts/slacks, olive socks). Webelos I can wear the blue uniform if it still fits and is in good condition. New uniforms purchased for Webelos should be the tan/olive Boy Scout uniform.
